Fees are due at the time of registration. Entry fees for registrations received on or before May 13, 2011
e $60.00 per individual for the first crew — Premier, Senior Divisions (A, B and C), and BCS divisions .

e $30.00 Special Rate for Junior, 18-23 and University Division — unlimited entry in one of each Junior
or 18-23 AND University for eligible individuals

e $25.00 for each additional crew.
After May 13 fees will increase to:
e $80.00 per individual for the first crew — Premier, Senior, and BCS
e $50.00 Junior, 18-23 and University
e $25.00 each additional crew
